	Proposal
	1. Move European events (Championships) application deadlines to March each year. 2. Payments of the entry fees for the reserved allocated and extra places for  countries having late qualifications (and able to rank the applications only late) to be due within two weeks of having made the rankings but not later than one month prior the start of the event. Failure to do so will automatically result in the cancellation of all allocated and extra places not paid for, and as a penalty, only an allocation of 1 competitor per event will be made for all European championships the upcoming year for the district with outstanding entry fees.

	Current Situation
	For 2009 the European Championships application deadline is January 30, and the applications must be ranked by the districts within two weeks.

	Reason for Proposal
	All Europan events application and district ranking deadlines are very early, well before the sailing season begins in Europe This means, that the rankings should be made based not on current, but on last year’s performance, which is not really reasonable, especially for young sailors, where performance can vary a lot from year to year. Also, with the late district rankings, at least in theory, the district class associations should pay the application fees for the allocated and extra places. In the case of smaller countries with limited budgets this could lead to serious financial problems. For example, in Hungary, this is about twice the amount of the complete yearly income of the Class Association. In 2009 we may be forced into an impossible situation, beyond our control.

 Although  there may be good reasons to keep the early deadlines from the point of view of the local organizers of events, this should be weighted against  the difficulties outlined above.
